How do your students prepare for the SAT? Do they prepare at all? 
Chances are you have students at both ends of the spectrum: Those who hire a private tutor and study diligently, and those who don't do anything extra to prepare, except maybe sharpening a couple of No. 2 pencils.
Traditionally, private tutors have been a great way for students to prepare for the unique demands of the SAT. When a student works with a private tutor, the two of them can work at the student's pace and can focus on the particular questions that are giving the student trouble. The student can ask for re-explanations without feeling embarrassed, and can ask the tutor to move on when they grasp a concept.
There are downsides to this type of private tutoring for the SAT, however: it is expensive (upward of $100/hour), students only get to spend an hour or two per week with the tutor (which can be hard to schedule), the student often needs to travel to the tutor, and the quality of the private tutor can vary greatly.
You might also have students signing up for SAT classes to prepare for their test date. These classes, while often successful, are no bargain, either; the most effective of these courses cost $1,000 and put 15–30 students in one class.
Another option—one that can benefit a greater number of your students than private tutors or prep classes—is the Method Test Prep online SAT course.
